SURFACE PREPARATION

Patch repair badly damaged or dished steps using a suitable filler or
strong cement mix. Anglo Epoxy Repair Mortar is ideal if heavy use is
anticipated.

APPLICATION

Dry fit the tread to ensure that it is the correct size and lays flat on the
surface. If required it can be trimmed to size using an industrial jigsaw

and appropriate cutting blades (Bosch TIOI AIF or similar are ideal). The
tread is pre-drilled for mechanical fixing to damp, dirty or friable surfaces.
